THE RESILIENCE OF REGIONAL SOCIO-ECONOMIC SYSTEM:
A MULTIDISCIPLINARY APPROACH

Summary. The purpose of the paper is to research the nature and conceptualization of the definition
«regional socio-economic resilience» within the multidisciplinary approach.

The study basis is dialectical analysis of the definitions «resilience of socio-economic systemy,
functional decomposition of security mechanisms resolve system conflicts. Multidisciplinary approach and
sustainable economic development paradigm are methodology basis.

In the most common thinking of resilience reflects the system's response to some adverse event or
disturbance. The use of the notion «resilience» in the interdisciplinary section allowed us to identify three main
interpretations of this concept. First, "resilience" is the capacity of a socio-economic system to return to its
original state. Secondly, the definition of resilience is based on the ability of a system to absorb disturbance.
Third, resilience describes the ability of a person to quickly recover from various crises. The value of the
concept of resilience is to recognize the potential role of shocks on the regional development process, and to
investigate the regions disparities by level of vulnerability and response to disturbance. The notion of regional
socio-economic resilience is based on the following theses: the ability of a regional economy to withstand or
recover from market, competitive, environmental, and other external shocks and to return to the path of
sustainable development; adaptive changes of economic structures, social and institutional mechanisms to
support or restore the pre- shock way of development or transition to a new stable way, the primacy of a more
complete and productive use of a region’s physical, human and natural resources.

Conclusions. The use of the notion "resilience” in the interdisciplinary section
allowed us to identify three main interpretations of this concept. First, "resilience” is the
capacity of a socio-economic system to return to its original state. Secondly, the definition of
resilience is based on the ability of a system to absorb disturbance. Third, resilience describes
the ability of a person to quickly recover from various crises. The value of the concept of
resilience is to recognize the potential role of shocks on the regional development process,
and to investigate the regions disparities by level of vulnerability and response to disturbance.
The notion of regional socio-economic resilience is based on the following theses: the ability
of a regional economy to withstand or recover from market, competitive, environmental, and
other external shocks and to return to the path of sustainable development; adaptive changes
of economic structures, social and institutional mechanisms to support or restore the pre -
shock way of development or transition to a new stable way; the primacy of a more complete
and productive use of a region’s physical, human and natural resources.
